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McPhee introduced
as Las Vegas’ GM

George McPhee was quick
to set his sights on the ulti-
mate prize on Wednesday,
moments
after being NHL
introduced
as the first general manager
of the NHL’s Las Vegas ex-
pansion team.

“Our mission here is
clear,” McPhee said. “We're
going to build an organiza-
tion and a team that people in
Nevada and Las Vegas will be
very, very proud of, and we’re
going to do it quickly, and
we're aiming at the Stanley
Cup. That simple.”

The hiring of McPhee came
exactly three weeks after Las
Vegas received approval to
become the NHL’s 31st team
from the Board of Governors
on June 22.

Las Vegas, which will
begin play in the 2017-18 sea-
son, will select players from
the 30 current teams in an
expansion draft next June.

Owner Bill Foley and spe-
cial adviser Murray Craven
interviewed seven candidates
before settling on the 58-year-
old McPhee.

McPhee served as the gen-
eral manager of the Washing-
ton Capitals from 1997 until
2014, when he was relieved of
his duties. He accepted a posi-
tion as a special adviser to Is-
landers general manager
Garth Snow on Sept. 23, 2015.

Under McPhee, Washing-
ton reached the Stanley Cup
Finals in his first season. The
Capitals won the Southeast
Division seven times, had
eight 40-or-more win seasons
and a franchise-record 121-
point season in his tenure.

mitted an amicus brief on
behalf of longtime arbitrator
Kenneth R. Feinberg, told
the Associated Press.

Brady was originally sus-
pended by Goodell on May 11,
2015, for his involvement in
the Patriots’ alleged deflation
of footballs during the 2015
AFC Championship Game,
which New England won 45-7.

The NFIL-commissioned in-
vestigation was conducted by
attorney Ted Wells, who con-
cluded it was “more probable
than not” that Brady was “gen-
erally aware” of Patriots atten-
dants deflating footballs prior to
the AFC Championship Game.

The Patriots were docked
$1 million and two draft picks
for the scandal that has come

to be known as Deflategate.

With the suspension,
Brady would miss New Eng-
land’s first four games in 2016,
starting with the season open-
er on the road against the Ari-
zona Cardinals on “Sunday
Night Football” on Sept. 11.
He also would miss games
against the Miami Dolphins,
Houston Texans and Buffalo
Bills. Backup quarterback
Jimmy Garoppolo would take
over in those games.

Brady would be eligible to
return in Week 5 on Oct. 9
against the Cleveland Browns.
The four-time Super Bowl
winner signed a two-year con-
tract extension during the off-
season that dropped his 2016
salary from $9 million to $1
million to save himself almost
$2 million in lost salary during
the suspension. His renegoti-
ated deal deferred $8 million of
his 2016 salary.

Lock, whose children
Becky, Tim and Casey all
came up through the Ells-
worth soccer program, also
assisted Higgins with Sun-
day evening soccer pro-
grams for local youth.

“Because I knew Brian
from back when our oldest
was in first grade and then
getting the job as the middle-
school coach, we would talk
a lot,” said Lock. “We be-
came friends and I always
admired what he did and
saw how much he enjoyed it
and how much he loved
Kids.

“T thought I would like to
try that someday, since the
majority of the students on the
high school team come from
the middle school and I al-
ready had instructed them in
soccer for a couple of years.”
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Lock takes over an Ells-
worth High School program
that reached the Class B
North championship match
last fall and concluded its
season with a 13-3-1 record
— the Eagles’ 42nd straight
winning season under Hig-
gins.

During Higgins’ tenure,
every class of players he
coached played in at least
one regional championship
game.

“The challenge will be fol-
lowing Brian and his many
wins and many Eastern
Maines and gold balls that
he’s won,” said Lock. “The
challenge in that also is
going to be keeping a lot of
what Brian did, keeping that
continuum, and then intro-
ducing any new things that I
might see or feel and weave
that together.

“For the Kkids here, the
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parents here, the school, the
community and for Brian,
I’d like to keep things on the
winning side.”

Ellsworth opens its sea-
son at home on Saturday,
Sept. 3, against Caribou.

“Really what it came
down to was that Paul had
worked at the middle school
since 1992 and has a wealth
of experience working with
those kids and then sending
them on to the high school
level,” said Ellsworth ath-
letic administrator Josh
Frost, who played for Lock
in middle school and then
for Higgins at Ellsworth
High.

“We had several candi-
dates for the job, all with
good soccer experience.
